Jesus’ words at the end of today’s Gospel “Whoever wants to 
become my follower, let him deny himself and take up his 
cross and follow me. For whoever wants to save their life 
will lose it, but whoever loses their life for my sake, and for 
the sake of the Gospel, will save it.” (v 34-35) challenge all 
believers to authentic discipleship and total commitment to 
himself through self-renunciation and acceptance of the cross 
of suffering, even to the sacrifice of life itself. The Way of the 
Cross was not for Jesus alone but also for everyone who  
professed to follow him. There might be victory and glory 
ahead, but it was only for those who could take up the Cross. 
If Peter or anyone else should reject this demand it meant to 
be on the side of Satan. Life seen as mere self-centred earthly 
existence and lived in denial of Christ ends in destruction, 
but when lived in loyalty to Christ, despite earthly death, it 
arrives at fullness of life.
