Now
that I am in the city, when I see a poor person who knocks on my
door, Thide for shame because I have nothing to share!” Thus we see
on the one hand rich people who have everything, and on the other
poor people who have almost nothing to share, and yet share the
little they have. The practice of sharing, of almsgiving and of
solidarity is one of the marks of the Spirit of Jesus, given to us on

@ Pentecost (Acts 2:1-13), and that he wishes to make present in the
communities. The result of the outpouring of the Spirit is precisely
this: “None thhe members was ever in want, as all those who owned land or
houses would sell them, and bring the mone/vfrom the sale (yfthem, to present
it to the apostles” (Acts 4:34-35%; 2:44-45). These alms received by
the apostles were not accumulated but were rather “then distributed to

any who might be in need” (Acts 4:35b; 2:45).
