This our Faith: Catholic Sacraments—
Vehicles of Grace

“Sacraments: a definition”

The sacraments are chosen instruments of di-
vine power.

The exact definition of a sacrament is that it is
“an outward sign instituted by Christ to give
grace.” We readily can see that there are three
distinct ideas contained in that short definition:

o Outward sign
o Instituted by Christ
o To give grace

Let’s examine exactly what each of these three
ideas means:

Outward signs...

The outward signs are God’s way of treating
us like the human beings we are. He conveys
His unseen grace into our spiritual souls
through material symbols which our physical
bodies can perceive—things and words and
gestures.

The outward signs of the sacraments have two
parts: the “thing” itself which is used (water,
oil, etc.), and the words or gestures which give
significance to what is being done.
