If you are a practicing Catholic in Primary 4 or above, then now is the time for you to 
consider whether you would like to receive the sacrament of Confirmation.

* complete your homework sessions; 
* willingly participate and engage with all the activities; 
* prepare for your important day with prayer. 
 
We also ask your parents to attend the two Sessions listed on the ‘Session Dates’ sheet. 
 
I am really looking forward to sharing the Programme with you and your parents and of 
course for us all to grow together in faith.  Please, if you are ready, ask your parents to 
complete and return the attached Application Form to me as soon as possible (and certainly 
no later than Monday 6th February) at the Parish Office.
