- The Resurrection was a real, historical event.

He walked the earth for a brief time, and there
were many witnesses of his appearances.

- At the same time as the Resurrection was an
historical event, it remains at the heart of the
mystery of faith as something that transcends
and surpasses history.

- After the Resurrection, Jesus’
authentic, real body also possesses new prop-
erties of a glorious body. (645)
