This Sunday’s Gospel tells the story of the healing of                 
Bartimaeus, the blind man from Jericho (Mk 10:46-52).             

This story includes a long instruction from Jesus to His disciples 
(Mk 8:22 to 10:52). Mark places the healing of the                     

anonymous blind man at the beginning of this instruction              
(Mk 8:22-26). Then, at the end, he tells us of the healing of 
the blind man from Jericho. As we shall see, the two healings 
are symbols of what went on between Jesus and His disciples. 
They point to the process and purpose of the slow learning by 
the disciples. They describe a starting point (the anonymous 

blind man) and an end point (Bartimaeus) of Jesus’ instruction 
to His disciples and to all of us.  

If we take the time to reflect upon this passage, look at the 
attitudes of Jesus, the blind Bartimaeus and the people of  

Jericho, and at all that each of them says and does. As you read 
and meditate on the text, think that you are looking into a 

mirror. Which image of you is it reflecting: that of Jesus, of the 
blind Bartimaeus, or of the people?
